The Bartlesville Municipal Authority has submitted a loan application in the amount of $9,820,000 to finance the construction of improvements to the City’s water system including construction of a new 4 million gallon ground water storage tank and associated 36” supply line to be constructed on Mound Hill; construction of a new 1 million gallon elevated water storage tank to provide higher pressure in Madison Pressure Zone; addition of onsite standby power generation at the Toalson, Indiana, Radar # 1and Radar #2 pump stations; and demolishing of abandoned water treatment facility.  Upon evaluation of the funding options available to the Authority to acquire funds for the financing, it was determined that the ODEQ’s Drinking Water Statewide Revolving Fund Loan (DWSRF) Program was the most cost-effective and viable approach to fund the construction project.  Consequently, the Authority is requesting that the Board provide funds to the Authority through the DWSRF Program during the current fiscal year.
